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The ideological and political education specialty is a full-time undergraduate specialty based on the
second-level discipline of ideological and political education under the first-level discipline of Marxism.
This specialty is a science that guides people to form correct thoughts and behaviors. It takes the law of the
formation and change of people 's thoughts and behaviors and the law of implementing ideological and
political education as its own research object. It aims to cultivate outstanding talents who can engage in
research, publicity, education and teaching related to ideological and political education in party
committees and administrative departments at all levels of the country, the army, schools, enterprises and



institutions. This specialty began to recruit students in 1986, and was awarded the first batch of “double ten
thousand plan” national first-class undergraduate specialty construction points in 2019.

Based on the advantages of science and engineering of Wuhan University of Technology and the national
first-class undergraduate specialty, this specialty creates a characteristic professional direction of
“mathematical intelligence and ideological and political education.” It has a high-level teacher team with
excellent young and middle-aged teachers as the backbone, such as members of the national horse theory
teaching guidance committee, winners of the national outstanding youth fund, winners of the century talent
plan of the Ministry of Education, and chief professors, and excellent young and middle-aged teachers such
as characteristic professional responsibility professors, excellent course masters, and young teaching
masters.
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2.1 Education Objectives

2. Possess a solid understanding of Marxist theory and a systematical grasp of the knowledge of
ideological and political education. They should be able to comprehensively utilize humanities and social



science knowledge, such as philosophy, economics, political science, law, as well as relevant natural
sciences to analyze and solve complex social issues

3. Have a rich cultural background and scientific spirit, robust physical and mental health, good
communication skills, teamwork spirit, as well as a broad international vision and cross-cultural
communication ability;

4. Develop sensitivity and learning ability for new knowledge, technologies, and fields. They should
integrate these with the major, expand the application scope of ideological and political education, and
meet the needs of industry iteration, social development, and national strategy.
